• December Graduates:  October 1 (or the business day after) 
• May and August Graduates:  March 1 (or the business day after) 

 
Filing Instructions: 

1. Complete the Intent to Graduate Form and submit it to the Center for the Director’s 
signature. 

2. Although the Exit Survey is not required, we would appreciate your completing it.  You 
may turn it in to the Center along with you Intent to Graduate Form. 

 
General Information: 

• Communication about graduation will be sent out using UST e-mail.  Be sure to check your e-
mail regularly. 

• Beginning with the 2007-2008 academic year, there will be only one summer 
graduation term.  This will fall at the end of August. 

• There is one commencement ceremony for each academic year.  This includes everyone 
whether they graduate in December, May, July or August. 

• The term in which you graduate will be the term in which you complete all the work for 
your degree.   

• It takes approximately three months for M.A. diplomas to be available.  You will receive a 
letter letting you know when they are here. 

• If you will need a transcript showing your degree as having been conferred, please indicate 
“hold for degree to be posted” on your transcript request form. 

• If you plan on participating in the commencement ceremony, please check the UST web 
site for information concerning time, place, regalia, etc.
